
Blueprint Data Access Committee Providing Service to the Blueprint Consortium
Terms of Reference

1. To provide a mechanism for making data access decisions for data sets deposited in the European Genome-phenome Archive (EGA) on behalf of the Blueprint Consortium.


2. To ensure that applicants are qualified investigators embedded within a recognised research organisation or are conducting research within a recognised organisation that does not have research as its primary mission.

3. To ensure that users of the data agree to comply with the informed consents and ethical approvals for the data in question.

4. To consult with the original consent holders as appropriate.

5. To advise the Blueprint Consortium on policy regarding mechanisms of data access and provision.
6. To keep complete records and provide regular summary reports of decisions.
Reporting

The Blueprint Data Access Committee will report to the Blueprint Governing Board.
Membership

There should be a minimum of 5 voting members comprising:

I. A Chairperson who is a member of the Blueprint Governing Board
II. Leaders or representatives from Blueprint Workpackages 3, 4, 5 and 6
III. Other members as determined by the Blueprint Governing Board
A non-voting secretary from the Blueprint Data Coordination Center will also attend all meetings.
A quorum is defined as three voting members or 50% of the voting membership plus one person (whichever is greater) and in the event of a tie vote, the Chairperson will have the casting vote.

Term of Appointment

The remaining lifetime of the Blueprint grant (2013-2016) in the first instance with a further two years upon agreement.

Frequency of Meetings

The Blueprint DAC will meet at least every three months and will operate in a virtual manner, usually be email and teleconference, for the majority of the meetings.
